A big part of the mystery of Easter is 
that faith is nurtured and kept alive in 
our worship together. Godõs Word of life 
and love comes alive in our worship, 
especially during Holy Week. Godõs 
healing Word is in our midst on Holy 
Wednesday. Jesusõ Passion and the 
dawn of resurrection touch our lives 
anew in the liturgy of the Three Great 
Days. What comes alive in our midst is 
then ours to share. We need one an-
other in order to live into the good news 
of Resurrection.
