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The Great Three Days 

The season of Lent comes to a most 
dramatic conclusion in Holy Week, with 
the three days before Easter Sunday. 
These are called the great three days 
(Triduum, in Latin) because the way the 
Church worships on those days com-
memorates and celebrates the central 
events of Christianity. 

Maundy Thursday points to Jesus’ new 
commandment—to love one another 
and remember Jesus through the new 
sacramental meal he began and which 
we continue to share. 

Good Friday shows us again Jesus’ last 
hours—his ―good‖ victory of God’s love 
over sin, evil and death hidden in the 
horror of his crucifixion. 

Saturday points us to the ways we an-
ticipate and live in Jesus’ resurrec-
tion—looking for the light of Christ, 
hearing again the story of God’s salva-
tion, and renewing our baptismal rela-
tionship with Christ in which we daily 
die to self and rise to the new life in 
God’s love.

April 23 Holy Saturday 
 7:00PM The Vigil of Easter 

These great three days launch everything 
the Church does: proclaiming God’s Word, 
baptizing, eating and drinking at Christ’s 
table—the things that transform us to be 
God’s people and Christ’s body in our 
homes, at our jobs, and in our neighbor-
hoods. This is where it all begins. 

The worship on these great three days is 
all different, yet all connected together. To 
benefit most from them, one ought to 
attend worship on all three days. Frankly, 
in past years, our responses to these invi-
tations to worship have not been as full as 
they should be. So let me urge you to 
attend not just one but all three of these 
liturgies. Make it part of your Lenten disci-
pline. If you have never attended, now is 
the right time to begin. Bring the children, 
these services are for them too. Jesus 
death and resurrection are of one piece. 
You can’t really celebrate the empty tomb 
unless you have been to the cross.

CARING CUPBOARD REPORT 
MARCH 

And the blessings continue to come. All is well at the Caring Cupboard. The shelves are stocked, the 
storerooms are stocked, the money to buy foodstuffs and handle operating costs is holding up very well.  
We have some money in the Community Needs fund but are scaling back that ministry until we find a bet-
ter way of funding it. We are, though, acting as the go-between to get people help for their bills. 

We were visited by the Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture because of an anonymous report that we 
were preparing food in unsanitary conditions and were not regularly monitoring our refrigeration. We 
passed inspection with flying colors. We are not only in full compliance but we go beyond what we have 
to do. We got some good input/suggestions to do even better and are implementing them. 

We are entering a transition phase administratively as our Pantry/Volunteer Manager has left the organi-
zation. She will be missed. But what is nice about this ministry is there are always people ready to step in. 

Our Client Manager and her helpers began our annual updating of client information which will take 
about a month.  

We have reactivated the Advisory Board to help us with current and future needs. The membership con-
sists of the four individuals who operate the key areas of the pantry, the President of PACC, two addi-
tional ministers, two community representatives, and two business representatives. We meet every other 
month with yours truly as the convener. 

Our numbers are holding on a weekly basis, averaging around 110-115 families, but the rising price of 
gasoline, utility costs, food, and rent has caused more need for our services. We are now starting to see a 
much younger population as our new clients. 

We now have a service that will plow our parking lot and loading dock area. We will also have a service to 
clean our floors on a regular basis and will do a full refinishing job later in the spring. 

Another new phenomenon that has appeared in the past months is an increase in 
giving ―in the name of‖ and in place of birthday, anniversary, etc., gifts. 

Another piece of good news is the Weaver Renovation Bill has been paid off. 

We need you to continue your support as the ministry grows to help more and more peo-
ple who live on the economic margins.

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On Sunday, March 13, 2011, a congregational meeting was held after the single service at 9:30 am, at 
which time the congregation voted to authorize the church council to enter into a contract with Arthur 
Funk & Sons, Inc. of Lebanon, PA to ―construct a new education building to replace the existing structure 
at a maximum cost of $3,328,441.‖ It is now a reality. A new facility will be built. A new chapter in the 
history of Palm Lutheran Church is being written. The planning of this project has been as transparent as 
possible from the beginning, and the congregation has asked questions, offered suggestions, and has 
been an integral part of the process for nearly two years. What an exciting time to be a member of Palm 
as we write the next chapter of the history of Palm Lutheran Church! 

Support for this project continues to exceed expectations. The faith commitments received on June 1, 
2010 total $1,004,126 to be collected in three years, by June 1, 2013. Simple math indicates that we should 
have received $231,721 by March, 2011. This amount has been received… and more. Thanks to generous 
gifts above and beyond the faith commitments (see chart below), the total receipts have exceeded 
$500,000! We are more than half-way there in less than half the time. 

There is much yet to be done. As you offer your faith commitment, please consider a time commitment 
also, as you are able. If you are not sure where your time and talents can best be put to use, contact Lori 
Orehek or Robyn Eckert, both on the Facilities Planning Committee, or any Palm Council member listed 
elsewhere in this Parable to offer your services.

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Happy April everyone! And 
(hopefully!) happy spring!  
March was a busy month for 
the Health Ministry…we 
brought CPR back on March 
12th and once again started 
10 weeks of Tai Chi (a good 

way to get ready for the ―Walk With 
God‖ season of walking!) on March 28th. We’d al-
ready begun the process of recruiting for the April 
PACC blood drive AND…here’s the biggie!...we 
cleaned up and cleared out our areas in preparation 
for the demolition of our building. All in all it was a 
very busy month! 

Now, I’m sure you’ve all heard that over the last 
few years there has been a resurgence of bed bug 
infestations. In fact, I’m aware of at least ONE 
home in Palmyra that had it so bad they had to fu-
migate the entire home. With travel and vacation 
season coming upon us I felt it might be a good 
idea to talk about this subject. After all we don’t 
want the saying ―Good night, sleep tight, don’t let 
the bed bugs bite‖ be a reality, right? 

Bed bugs have survived for thousands of years and 
are even mentioned in ancient Greek and Roman 
writings dating back as far as Aristotle. The na-
tional Pest Management Association reports that 
bed bug infestations were up as much as 80% over 
the last decade and they feel the problem is proba-
bly under-reported and much worse than that. 

Nocturnal, fast-moving critters, bed bugs are most 
active in the pre-dawn hours. They hide in cracks 
and crevices during the day. Mature bed bugs are 
oval, wingless, and a deep brown/red color. They 
measure between one quarter and three-eighths of 
an inch and resemble an apple seed. 

When they bite, they inject an anesthetic (which is 
why we don’t feel it) and anticoagulant (so they 
can nourish themselves on our blood) and only go 
after exposed skin. The engorgement phase can 
last up to 10 minutes after which the bed bug 
crawls away to another location to digest its meal.  
Bed bugs don’t live in human hair nor burrow into 
our skin. More active in warmer environments, they 
hide in seams of mattresses, headboards, under 
peeling wallpaper, and in cracks and crevices of 
furniture. These critters can last for 10-15 months 
and go weeks without feeding. They molt 5 times 
during their development, shedding a crunchy tan 
shell – another observable sign of their presence. 

Don’t Let the Bed Bugs Bite!

Signs and symptoms of a bed bug attack vary but 
most often result in raised, red lesions that are in a 
line. A tell-tale sign of bed bug infestation is that 
the person went to bed with no lesions and woke 
up with many bites. It’s unlikely that humans can 
contract disease from bed bugs. In the US and 
other developed countries, bed bugs are more of a 
nuisance than a health hazard.   

Treatment of bed bug bites focuses mostly on the 
itching, inflammation, and prevention of secondary 
infection due to scratching. The areas need to be 
kept clean and dry; most often your healthcare 
provider will suggest use of a topical corticoster-
oid and, if you’re reacting severely to the bite, he/
she may also prescribe and antihistamine and/or 
oral corticosteroid. For infections at the site he/she 
will most likely prescribe antibiotics. 

Treatment of infected areas requires hiring a pro-
fessional exterminator because insecticides used 
against ants, cockroaches, spiders and such, are 
not effective against bed bugs. Discarding in-
fected mattress and other furniture is recom-
mended but, if that is not possible, using zippered 
covers that don’t allow the bugs access in/out is 
second-best. Washing of all bedding and bed-
clothes in water at least 120 degrees and drying 
them on high for 20 minutes should remove the 
bugs. For non-washable items, freezing them to 32 
degrees for several days is a viable treatment. 

So, now that I’ve grossed you out with the tale of 
these lovely little bugs, how do we keep them 
from coming into our homes? The greatest risk of 
an infestation comes when we are traveling. No 
matter what kind of accommodations you stay in 
you need to thoroughly check the bed, mattress, 
headboards, luggage stands or other areas where 
suitcases are typically set down. When you arrive 
home, be sure to check YOUR luggage for any 
bugs that might have escaped your earlier atten-
tion. And don’t scrounge furniture from flea mar-
kets or yard sales that may have been stored in 
bedrooms – they could har-
bor these little fellas. 

Now…remember…they 
ARE just little bugs, 
but they ARE also a 
nuisance so do your 
part in keeping down 
their numbers by being 
diligent in prevention!
