Good news €é more good newsé and MORE good

First the good news : As you have heard by now, the phenomenal response to the Building into
Chr i st 0 scapkal campaign far exceeded the $750,000 goal with faith commitments of
$861,000 reported at the Celebration Dinner on Sunday, May 16 .

More good news : Also reported at that dinner, and in the June  Parable, one very generous member/

family at Palm has offered a matching gift challenge. The difference between the commitment

made, $861,000, and $1,000,000, the amount needed to secure financing for the entire building pro-

ject, is nearly $140,000. The VERY generous member/family has agreed to commit to half that differ-

ence, $70,000, IF the members of Palm commit to the other half. In other words, when the congrega-

tionds commit ment reaches $930,000 the remaining ba
be met by the anonymous member.

And MORE good news : As of Sunday, June 14, 2010 the total of new and/or increased commitments
from members rising to the challenge has taken us to $922,000! We are only $8,000 short of the
amount needed to secure the matching donation and reach $1,000,000 that would enable us to se-
cure the financing for the entire building project right at the start.

If the building project was done in two phases, Phase | would include space for classrooms and
special purpose rooms, an extended narthex, a kitchen and the parish office; Phase Il would include
the new fellowship hall for major congregational events. The entire facility will be constructed on
one level for easy access by all. Only $8,000 in new or increased faith commitments with the match-
ing gift of $70,000 will enable us to have sufficient resources to obtain financing to complete the en-
tire building project.
