of World War II. "I am guilty of hypocrisy
and untruthfulness in the face of force. I
have been lacking in compassion and I have
denied the poorest of my brethren. I am
guilty of disloyalty and of apostasy from
Christ. What does it matter to you whether

others are guilty too?"

Certainly this is not the Bonhoeffer we re-
member and revere today. Yet this remark-
able and complex man considered even his
life an unworthy sacrifice for the God he
loved. A tremendously gifted Lutheran theo-
logian, Bonhoeffer wasn't widely known or
honored during his too short life. But in his
death, Christians have been challenged by
his radical call to discipleship and inspired
by his courageous martyrdom at the hands
of the Nazis. Now producer and director
Martin Doblmeier has translated Bonhoef-
fer's extraordinary life into an informative
and compelling documentary.

Caring Cupboard Report
September

We are maintaining our weekly client totals with an
average of 120 families visiting us a week. Our busi-
est days are Wednesday—averaging 52 families,
then Monday—averaging 47 families and finally F'ri-
day—averaging 23 families. In August we had 22
new families register with us. We served 523 fami-
lies, representing 1519 individuals divided into 904
adults and 555 children.

We have judged the Summer Lunch Program to be a
success and will continue the program in 2012 with
limited revisions. Throughout the summer we
helped 45 families and over 100 children.

We welcome back to our volunteer staff John Snyder
who will work with our family stats.

We are still fairly well stocked but had to put out a
call for cereal which was quickly met by your efforts.
Because by this time of the year our money begins
to get very tight, I am focusing the buying on perish-
ables hoping that the product donors will cover the
non-perishable items.

We have offered our food services to those who
were flood victims and have had some traffic in that
regard. This is a very tough time for many people in
our community and the surrounding area.

Garden produce has flowed into the cupboard,
church gardens have flourished and Julie Kaylor's
Caring Acre has been bountiful. Julie has also done
some gleaning for us with a major gleaning of ap-
ples coming in October.

We have been helping the Jonestown Joy Outreach
Pantry with advice. They opened for the first time
September 15. They are copying much of our organic
philosophy in their organization.

Finally, we had a very successful Golf Tournament
fund raiser, raising over $6000. We are looking for-
ward to the October Spaghetti Dinner fundraiser,
this year including a quilt auction. The quilt was
provided by Palm Lutheran quilters. I know it is a
couple months away but we are starting to get
ready for the Thanksgiving Meal pro-

gram, the Boy Scout food drive, and .
the many harvest home drives.

I thank all of you who have been
helping us and ask that you keep up
the good work.

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Cold and Flu—What To Do

We can
STILL get out and enjoy the weather
on most days but we hope you took advantage of
starting one, two, or all three of the exercise offer-
ings that the Health Ministry planned for you! By
this writing all three have been in session for a
few weeks — lots of fun to be had by all and what
a wonderful opportunity for all of us in this com-
munity to have fellowship together!

This month, the Health Ministry is also offering a
Flu Clinic — you can get your flu and pneumonia
vaccines right here in the comfort of your own
church. We will see you on October 2™ for the
clinic as the VNA of Central PA brings us this
much-needed service.

Speaking of the flu brings us to the fact that the
cold and flu season is upon us and with recent
concerns about the safety of over-the-counter cold
medicines for children, what's a parent to do?
First, you need to realize that getting a cold is
simply a “fact of life” for children and they aver-
age around 6-10 colds a year. You also need to
know there are no remedies or medicines that will
make a cold go away faster — it just has to run its
course, which is around 7-10 days. But...WebMD
recently sought the advice of the American Acad-
emy of Pediatrics, the FDA, Johns Hopkins Chil-
dren’s Center, and others to come up with this list
of suggestions for how to ease the symptoms and
help your child feel more comfortable:

e Fluids — keep your child hydrated. Breast-
feeding babies need to stick to breast milk
and all other children can try water, diluted
juice and milk. If you've heard that milk pro-
motes mucus building, it's an old wives’ tale
with no scientific evidence to back it up.

e Fever — for babies younger than 3 months,
check with your doctor. For children older
than 3 months, check with your doctor about
using acetaminophen or ibuprofen and make
sure you follow the correct dose indicated by
your doctor. Aspirin is off limits because of
the risk of developing Reye's syndrome.

e Scratchy Throat — soft foods such as pop-
sicles, chicken soup, gelatin, and ice cream
feel good, especially if the child’'s usual ap-
petite is gone. Older children can gargle
with warm salt water.

e Congestion - resting with the head elevated
improves drainage. For babies, try placing a
rolled-up towel underneath the crib mat-
tress. Also a cool-mist humidifier can add
moisture which helps ease breathing. Just
make sure to follow the manufacturer’'s rec-
ommendations for cleaning to keep down
the bacteria and mold growth.

e Coughs - the American Academy of Pediat-
rics recommends honey: Y2 tsp. for ages 2-5;
1 tsp. for ages 6-11; and 2 tsp. for children
over 12. Do not give honey to babies
younger than 1 because of the risk of infant
botulism. Also, don't smoke in a home with
children — smoke can irritate already in-
flamed airways.

These recommendations should help your child
feel more comfortable while suffering through the
course of a cold, but when do we need to call a
doctor? If your child is so weak and tired, he’s not
responding well; if your child doesn’t play for at
least a couple of minutes in a 4-hour period; if
your child complains of tightness in his chest or
your baby can't be calmed by usual methods; if
your infant has a fever of 100.4 degrees Fahren-
heit or higher, or your child has a fever for more
than three days; and lastly, if your child appears
dehydrated — this means a dry diaper after 6-8
hours for babies younger than 12 months, or no
urination in 8 hours for children older than 12
months, and/or no tears when cry-
ing, sunken eyes and dry lips. If
your child is displaying any of
these symptoms, it's time
to call the doctor. But,
remember, a cold is
just something that
usually has to run its
course and all we as
parents can do is try to
help our child feel more
comfortable.
